visitors, please follow these rules. The following rules are provided to help Owners 
and Occupants  of the property enjoy Horseshoe Heights Park. 

Rules
•Use at your own risk: Use of the park and amenities located within the 
park are at user’s own risk.

•Hours: the park is available for use by park goers from dawn to dusk.
•Children: Children must always be kept under close supervision by a 
responsible individual 18 years of age or older while at Horeshoe Heights 
Park. 

•Pets: Dogs musts be leashed at all times. Please clean up a�er your pets.
•Littering: Dispose of all trash and recyclables in designated areas. 
•Alcohol and drugs: Possession or consumption is strictly prohibited. 
•Fires and grilling: Open flames & grilling equipment is prohibited. 
•Noise: Please keep noise at a reasonable level. No amplified music without a 
permit. Profane language is not allowed and will not be tolerated. 

•Vehicles: Motorized vehicles are not allowed on trails or grassy areas. 
Driving, operating or parking any motor vehicle o� the pavement in any Park 
is prohibited. 

•Wildlife and Plants: Park Goers must take care to preserve the 
landscaping and vegetation located within Legends Pointe. Destruction of 
vegetation is not permitted. 

•Permits: Group events, commercial photography, or facility use many 
require a permit. 

•Prohibited Items:  Glass containers, fireworks, fires, firearms and 
weapons, including arrows, BB guns, pellet guns, rifles and pistols, are 
prohibited. 

•Selling of Goods and Services:  Solicitation is not permitted with 
Horeshoe Heights Park, 

•Respect others:  Be courteous to fellow visitors and follow all posted signs. 
Disorderly conduct, abusive language, physical force, and threats of violence 
are not permitted.
